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The Washington Police Department, in conjunction with Bombardier Recreational Products (BRP) and Jim’s 
Marine Sales of Newport, has recently been awarded a 2008 CanAm Outlander 400 ATV for use by the town’s 
emergency service agencies.   
 
This unique program authorizes a loan of an ATV from BRP to public safety agencies for use in patrol and 
emergency responses for a one year period at no cost to the agency or community.  At the end of the year the 
agency may by the machine at cost, or return it and reapply for another year.  This is the 4th machine the 
Washington Police Department has gotten through this program.  The loan is arranged through a local dealer.  
The equipment loaned has a retail value of $8540. 
 
The owner of Jim’s Marine Sales, Ed Peduto and Office Manager Dawn Famiglietti   coordinated the processing 
of the loan through BRP Northeast Sales.  Washington Police Chief Steven Marshall signed the final paperwork 
and the ATV was delivered to the Department on April 4th at Jim’s Marine. 
 
The Police Department uses the ATV to patrol the several miles of ATV trails in the town.  They have received 
ATV Enforcement Patrol Grants from the NH Fish & Game Department to fund these patrols.  The ATV has 
also been used in Washington for search and rescue.  In the past 5 years the Department members have rescued 
approximately 6 people in Washington and neighboring communities. 
 
The ATV is also available to all Town agencies to use in emergency responses such as brush fires and rescue 
calls, or for routine needs like assessments of remote properties or health officer inspections.    After an 
orientation to machine by the officers, it will be marked with emergency service decals and lighting and put into 
service.
